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This Bible addresses all the issues of life, Acts 5:20 KJV, “Go, stand and speak in the temple to the 

people all the words of this life.”  John 6:63 KJV, “It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth 

nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.” 

2 Peter 1:3 KJV, “According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and 

godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue...” 

The Bible is the ‘answer’ book of life, 1 Timothy 4:8 KJV, “For bodily exercise profiteth little: but 

godliness is profitable unto all things, having promise of the life that now is, and of that which is to 

come.”
